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The story opens as a lively town prepares for a festival celebrating 
the arrival of Spring and a new town bell. The mayor proclaimed 
that any couple who marries during the festivities will receive a 
gold prize. Among those eager to wed are Swanhilda and her 
fiancé, Franz.

But Franz becomes distracted by the beautiful and mysterious 
Coppelia, who sits motionless on the balcony of Dr. Coppelius’ 
workshop. Though she never moves or speaks, Franz is captivated. 
Doubting his love, Swanhilda performs a simple test with an ear of 
wheat—when shaken by her ear, it should rattle if Franz is faithful. 
Hearing nothing, and unconvinced by Franz’s claim that he could 
hear the wheat rattle, she runs off heartbroken.

Soon after, Dr. Coppelius drops his keys while being chased off 
by mischievous boys. Swanhilda and her friends find them and 
sneak into his workshop, hoping to confront Coppelia. Inside, they 
discover a room full of life-sized mechanical dolls—and realize that 
Coppelia herself is one of them.

When Dr. Coppelius returns, he drives the girls out, only to find 
Franz climbing in through the window. Hoping to bring his doll 
to life, he tricks Franz into drinking a sleeping potion, planning to 
use his spirit in a magical experiment. Unseen, Swanhilda remains 
behind. Disguising herself as Coppelia, she pretends to come 
to life, foiling the doctor’s plan. When Franz awakens, the two 
escape, leaving Dr. Coppelius devastated.

Back in the town square, Swanhilda and Franz prepare to marry 
when Dr. Coppelius arrives demanding compensation. Swanhilda 
offers her dowry in remorse, but the mayor steps in, paying for the 
damages and restoring peace.
